In the ruonth of October last year, 
1 s ix-Eu rorieans ill Apia made up tl?eir 

minds t o influcllce the Samoan nat! I' es 
I (and a good many of them) to u.ni.te 

with them in resisting the admHlls­
b·ut·ion and t he AUministrator. 

They then dlsturLed the. SU lI10an 
Nati,'cs by di stributing lying rep01 ts 
a"llinst the Administrator anu the 
administ.ration . They have ul.lfoldccl 
mally untruths, and have collceted 
from the l.Iati'·es (who diu not lutve 
Illuch money) funds for their . OWIl 

benefit, and it is on account of t his 
organization that ?epf)sit money of 
several villages has been mislIsed. 

There was no law to punish Eu­
ropeans who commit such offences 
and t.herefore the Administrator could 
not punish them. Yet the Adminis_ 
trator did pUllish SOlpe Samoan,~ w hl> 
circu lated such fal sehood. He also 
punished some chiefs who - were 
Government officials for being dis- I 
loya] to 'the Government fIJI' no man I 
tHn serve two masters. The Admillis_ ~ 
trator knew that if he Would punish I 
every Salno"l1 that did IV ron<, the 
trouble will cease like other tt~~bles 
t hat occured previously ; but then he I 
Would ue punishing just the Samoans. I
